• Flourishing Gospel Families (vv. 1-4)

o Challenge to Kids:  
▪ You have authentic gospel ability and authentic gospel responsibility before 

God. 
▪ Your first duty is to obey your parents. 
▪ And you are also to honor your parents. 
▪ Don’t make a divine blessing into a daily burden. 

o Purpose of Parents: Make disciples of your children. 
▪ Fathers: do not frustrate your, kids, or cultivate bitterness, resentment, and 

hostility. 

• This happens with failure to teach them respect for proper authority 
and require that our kids to obey. 

• This happens with excessive discipline and authority in the home.  
▪ Parents must seek the middle ground between excessive permissiveness and 

unwarranted punishment. 
▪ We rely on God’s Spirit, we dive into God’s Word, and pray for God’s help, seek 

wisdom from others in God’s church, and rest in God’s grace. 
▪ We are to require our children’s obedience.  
▪ The most effective way to require obedience is for parents to stay together! 
▪ The most effective way to make disciples of your children is to model 

discipleship for them. 

• Division of Gospel Labor (vv. 5-9) 
o Paul lit the fuse that would eventually demolish slavery.  
o Workers are called to work as if they are directly working for or serving Jesus Himself.  
o Employers and supervisors are to treat people they way they would want to be treated.
